Carrie Bebris is best known for her Mr. & Mrs. Darcy Mysteries. Set in Regency England, the series entangles some of Jane Austen’s most beloved characters in intrigue. 

Carrie spent her childhood in Toledo, Ohio and Wisconsin before beginning her writing career as a journalist, college English teacher, and editor. After publishing two fantasy novels, she made her mystery debut in 2004 with Pride and Prescience, which earned a place on the Independent Mystery Booksellers Association bestseller list and was named one of the five best mysteries of the year by Library Journal. Successive books in the series have received starred reviews in Publisher’s Weekly and won several awards, including the Daphne du Maurier Award for excellence in romantic suspense. The sixth book of the series, The Deception at Lyme (Or, The Peril of Persuasion), releases in October 2011.

Carrie holds a master’s degree in English literature and is a life member of the Jane Austen Society of North America, for whom she serves as a regional officer. She speaks locally and nationally about Austen, writing, and publishing, and since 2008 has been a faculty member and guest lecturer for the Antioch Writers Workshop in Yellow Springs, Ohio. She was a featured author at the 2011 Ohioana Book Festival and the James Thurber House 2010 Literary Picnic Series, and has been profiled in Ohio Magazine. Her 2011-2012 touring schedule includes events throughout Ohio, including the Buckeye Book Fair (Wooster) and the Books by the Banks festival (Cincinnati). She lives in the Dayton area, where she is currently working on her next novel.
